Note for Teachers

The scoring guides provide descriptors of a student’s writing development toward
proficiency. They are infended to be used as a tool to evaluate student writing progress
and provide both teacher and students with feedback to help them work to improve
the quality of each student’s writing.

Please remember to observe the following in using this scoring guide and the
accompanying rubrics:

e Student writing may not exactly match descriptors. Select the score that most
closely matches the student’s performance.

e A zero may only be given to a student who has made no attempt to write (i.e.
refused to produce any writing in response to the prompt). For students who made
no attempt, a zero would be recorded for every indicator.

e A score of 3 (proficient) indicates that the student has met the standard of what is
expected for this grade level.

e A score of 4 (above proficient) indicates a student has demonstrated
proficiency beyond what is expected, but still within the grade-level’s
expectations/standards.
